Gifford Pinchot State Park

Gifford Pinchot State Park has more than 18 miles of
trails and a 340-acre lake. The 8.5-mile Lakeside Trail,
accessible from all parking areas, is the park's most
scenic trail. Encircling Pinchot Lake, it provides ample
opportunities to view waterfowl. While the terrain is

not difficult, hiking the entire Lakeside Trail is challeng-
ing due to its length. Within the park, this trail shares
the path with the Mason-Dixon Trail, a 193-mile blue-
blazed long distance trail starting at Whiskey Springs on
the Appalachian Trail, and continuing through south-
eastern PA, MD, and DE.
